8. Jack the spreader up (1) till holes aligns and install 5/8 x 1 ¾” HHCS (18), secured with 5/8” 
lock washer (19) and 5/8” hex nut (20). 

8. Remove the bottom valence from the bumper and install the bumper back onto the vehicle 

9. Torque all the fasteners according to the torque chart. 
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10. Return any unused items to the customer so that the vehicle can be returned to its original 
condition if the snowplow is removed.

If 
there are tow hooks, both of them need to be removed (each tow hook is attached by 2 bolts). Do 
not reinstall tow hooks on the truck. 

Remove ½” nuts that are holding bumper mounting 
bracket and install a mounting bracket (16) (17) (it is installed outside of vehicle frame (sitting 
on bumper mounting bracket).

Insert 5/8" x 4" bolt (13) through the bottom hole and hole that is in the middle, in the mounting 
bracket (16) (17) and secure it with nylon nut (15).  Open back hole in the frame to accept 5/8" 
bolt.
