To get the rear gross axle weight (RGAW), place the back wheels of the 
vehicle on the scale.

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Installation Instructions 

Before drilling any holes in the firewall or frame, move brake lines, fuel lines and/or electrical 
wiring from the path of the drill. Brake and fuel lines must also be clear of any fasteners. Do not 
under any circumstances disable, remove or relocate any sensors or other components related to 
the operation of the air bags. 
General order of installation: 
- install all components (mounting bracket, thrust arm and spreader bar) and all fasteners finger 
tight (snug) through existing holes, 
- use removable grade LOCTITE #242 on all bolts, 
- drill necessary holes and 
- tighten all hardware.  
After first use, re tighten all mounting bolts; thereafter check mounting bolt tightness 
periodically and at the start of the season. 
Before proceeding, read instructions carefully and familiarize yourself with the components and 
hardware. 
NOTE: It may be necessary, on some vehicles, to use a form of load booster to decrease the 
vehicle’s front suspension sag when snowplows is attached to the vehicle. This can be done with 
the use of booster springs, supplementary air bags or similar load boosting devices. It is up to the 
customer to choose and purchase the product that suits this application.

1. Remove the front grille. 
 
2. Remove the bumper by unfastening the bumper bolts (4 per side). 
 
3. Remove the bottom skid plate.Return the parts to customer. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
4. Remove the tow hooks and return to the customer. 
 
5. On the driver side of the vehicle frame, open two back holes to 7/16 (shown on Page 3). 
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6.  Jack the mounting bracket (1) up till the point the horizontal plates on mounting bracket are 
rested at the bottom of the vehicle frame. Adjust the mounting bracket (1) so that the holes are 
getting aligned with vehicle frame (shown on Page 3).  
 
7.Insert 4 of the support plates (2) inside the vehicle frame (2 per side). Insert 4 of 7/16” x 1 ½” 
(2 per side) through the support plate,  7/16” flat washer (4) and 7/16” hex nut (5). 
 
 8. On the driver side of the vehicle frame on the side at the back, install 2 of 7/16” bolts with 
18” welded handle (3) along with flat washer (4) secured with nylon inserts (5).   
At the front, install 7/16 x 1 1/2 bolt (6) with flat washer (4) and lock nut (5), same as 2 of ½ x 1 
1/2 bolt (7), flat washers (8) lockwashers (9) and hex nut (10).  
 
9. On the curb side of the vehicle frame at the front, install 7/16 x 1 1/2 bolt (6) with flat washer 
(4) and lock nut (5), same as ½ x 1 1/2 bolt (7), flat washer (8) lockwashers (9) and hex nut (10).  
 
10. Before drilling holes in the curb side vehicle frame (refer to Page 3), be sure that mounting 
bracket is tight to the bottom of vehicle frame and all bolts are snug.  
 
11. After drilling holes (one ½” hole at the front and two 7/16” bolts at the back) using the 
mounting bracket holes as a guide, insert the bolts following same procedure as on the driver 
side. 
 
12.Torque all the fasteners as per the torque chart. 
 
13.For Chevy truck, before reinstalling the bumper, make sure to cut the pastic piece to avoid 
interference with lift frame.  
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
 
 
 
 
                                                                                              
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
11. For GM truck, after removing the lower bumper valence, reinstall the bumper back as shown 
below.
